Multimedia technologies have created new domains in
which young people learn and interact. Technology such
as mobile phones, SMS, in-phone cameras, emails and
chat rooms can be an effective way to learn and a great
way to communicate. Unfortunately some people use
this technology to bully others by sending threatening or
unwanted messages or spreading nasty rumours.
Netalert defines cyber bullying as:

"Bullying that is carried out through an internet service,

such as email, chat room, discussion group or instant

messaging. It can also include bullying through mobile
phone technologies such as short messaging service

(SMS). Examples of cyber bullying include teasing,

spreading rumours online, ending unwanted messages,

or defamation."

A recent survey conducted by Netalert revealed that:

i 16% of children said they had been bullied online,
while 14% were bullied through their mobile
phone, with boys and girls experiencing similar
levels

i younger children were more likely to be bullied
online, with older children more likely through their
mobile phone

We want to raise awareness in the school community

about:

i the seriousness of cyber bullying, its impact on
those being bullied, and how this bullying
behaviour is unacceptable;

T the need to inform the school if the student is
being cyber bullied, or if the student is aware that

phone numbers and not responding to SMS
messages

Cyber bullying is a criminal offence. Students should
be safe and private on line and tell a trusted adult if
they are being bullied.
